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The Nevada Department of Corrections (NDOC) reports that on January 22, 2021 offender 
Bernardo Vega, #1035322 died at the infirmary at Northern Nevada Correctional Center 
(NNCC) in Carson City, NV. Vega, who was housed at NNCC, was an 80-year old Clark County 
commit serving a sentence of 60-years to Life with the possibility of Parole for 3 counts of 
Sexual Assault with a Victim under the age of 16, 1 count Attempted Sexual Assault with a 
Victim under the age of 16, and 1 count Lewdness with a Minor. Vega arrived at the NDOC 
on May 15, 2009. An autopsy was scheduled per NRS 209.3815. Next-of-kin has been 
notified. 
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
