The Nevada Department of Corrections (NDOC) reports that on Friday, August 30, 2019 at approximately 2:55 PM, Inmate Clarence Gamble, #1024656, died in the High Desert State Prison infirmary. Gamble, a 78-year year-old male and U.S. citizen, was a Clark County commit serving 20 years to life for First Degree Murder, Use of a Deadly Weapon Enhancement, and Aggravated Stalking. He had been at court for a Settlement Conference and was having labored breathing, and was brought back to the infirmary where medical staff performed lifesaving efforts until he passed. Gamble arrived at the NDOC on September 22, 2008. An autopsy will be scheduled per NRS 209.3815.  Next of kin has been notified.
