1. It is the responsibility of the offenders and visitors to coordinate their visit.  Offenders must be in their housing area to receive a visit and will not be summoned from recreational areas.

2. The offender’s visiting schedule at Southern Desert Correctional Center is determined by his classification.   
A. Exceptional circumstances including but not limited to staffing, scheduling, programs, 
B. lockdowns, and safety concerns may affect the number of visitors allowed. The number of acceptable visitors will be at the discretion of the Warden or his designee.
C. Appointments will be accepted until Monday at 12:00 pm for the upcoming week or weekend.

3. Visitation is by appointment only unless maximum capacity is NOT reached.  If maximum capacity is not reached, then walk-ins will be allowed, limited to 15 visitors, on a first-come, first-served basis. This means the first 15 people to arrive will get the available slots. As you arrive, you will be given a walk-in number. This number secures your place in line for a walk-in appointment.
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SPECIAL VISITS:
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Special visits are a ONE-TIME exception.  The Warden or assignee may approve a One-Time Special Visit for immediate family members or out-of-state approved visitors;. however, special visits must be requested by the offender, via kite to the Warden or assignee, no less than one week in advance of the desired visiting day which must coincide with the offender’s scheduled visiting day(s). All special visits prior to the background check may be subject to a NON-CONTACT ONLY VISIT, as determined by the Warden or assignee.
A. Verified immediate family members may be approved for a one-time/non-contact only visit prior to the visiting application being approved. 
B. Prospective employers, sponsors, parole advisors or private therapists (recognized professionals).
C. Official visitors.
D. Approved visitors arriving at the facility to visit on a day other than the regularly scheduled visiting days. 

All other circumstances for special visits are at the discretion of the Warden or Assignee

PARKING:

Parking areas are clearly marked for visitors to include handicap zones. All vehicle windows and doors must be secured. NO children or animals are to be left in vehicles. Loitering in the parking lot is considered a security concern. Please go directly to and from your vehicle. Visitors may not congregate in or around the Gatehouse/Administration building until the check in process starts. 

No more than 2 visiting groups in the gatehouse entrance at the same time.

IDENTIFICATION:

Visitors must present proof of identification, i.e., State or federally issued I.D., Driver’s License, Passport, or Consular Card and other vital information upon the request of the institution’s officials before being permitted visits. Children 15 years of age and under must be accompanied by their parent (mother/father) or legal guardian, if a legal guardian they must submit original court documentation of the guardianship order.  A copy of the birth certificate is required for identification of all minor children 15 years of age and under. An original is mandatory, and a copy will be placed in the offender’s visiting file when presented at the same time as the original.  Children 10 to 17 years of age also need a government issued identification card (school issued id’s are acceptable), along with their birth certificate.  Children who are 16 or 17 years of age may visit without the presence of their parents or legal guardian as long as they present a notarized letter from their parents/legal guardian give them permission for the visit and present a valid state issued ID or driver’s license. Only valid forms of identification (in accordance with age requirements) are as follows:
A. Driver’s License or State I.D.
B. Military I.D.
C. Passports
D. Birth Certificates (must be original).  
E. Valid Consular Cards

(Health Cards, TAM Cards, Social Security Cards, Work ID or any other ID not listed above WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED as valid forms of ID.)

Birth certificates and all legal documents must be legible and in English. Any documents presented that are not legible or not in English will not be accepted. If the documents are in another language, they must present the documents with a legally translated copy certified by a certified translator such as Nevada Legal, etc.
All forms of ID must be current, legible, and with a clear photo. If the ID has any alterations (example: hole punched or stamped) that would question its validity. Paper printout must be supplied with hole punched ID. DMV paper printout alone will not be acceptable. The visitor will not be permitted to enter until they can provide an approved form of ID.
A. Notarized Letter for minor(s) not accompanied by their parent/legal guardian:
B. The notarized letter must contain the following information:
C. The name of the parent or legal guardian granting permission for the visit.
D. The child/children(s) name(s), who they are granting permission to visit.
E. The name of the approved adult visitor that they allowed to bring the child/children.	
F. The offender's name and number they are approved to visit.
G. The name of the institution where the offender is located or The Nevada Department of Corrections. 

SEARCHES:

All visitors over the age of 18 will be required to sign a "Consent to Search" form. Minor(s) name and birth date will be added to the responsible adults "Consent to Search" form. Refusing to sign this form will automatically DENY your entrance to visit. A clothed pat search will be conducted upon completion of the visiting sign-in process on ALL visitors. Jackets, shoes, etc. need to be removed to be searched. All vehicles are subject to search at any time; this may include the use of certified Narcotic/Drug Detecting K-9's.
Allowed Visitors:
A maximum of four (4) approved visitors, per offender, is allowed per visiting session (including children). However, through prior written approval of the Warden, additional visitors may be approved. This must be requested and approved at least five (5) days prior to the actual visit.
CONDUCT OF VISITORS:

The Visiting Room currently has a maximum capacity of 50 offenders, for the safety and security of the institution. As a result, we request that all visitors maintain their seating area in a clean and conservative manner. Minors must be accompanied by their guardians. Violations of this policy will be brought to the visitor/offenders’ attention.
CONDUCT OF VISITOR/OFFENDER:

The following actions could result in suspension and/or complete termination of visits and possible future visitation. Conduct such as but not limited to:
SERIOUS OR FREQUENT RULE VIOLATION SUCH AS:

A. Failure to supervise children if they become a continued disturbance
B. Offenders using microwaves and vending machines
C. Offender fails to remain seated while inside the visiting room
D. Sexually stimulating activity
E. Prolonged kissing i.e., one simple kiss (closed mouth, no more than 2 seconds in duration) and one hug (no full-length body contact or lifting) upon arrival and departure.
F. Hands placed anywhere on the body or face (holding hands is acceptable)
G. Sitting in laps (except for children 9 and under)
H. Laying on or across tables or on each other

Any close body contact as determined unacceptable by the Visiting Staff. Abusive language or behavior towards staff, another visitor or offender will result in immediate termination of the visit and disciplinary action for the offender will be taken. The offender will be subject to disciplinary action in accordance with AR 707. 

VISITOR DRESS / ATTIRE:

1. Visitors are not allowed to wear clothing like offender issue attire (i.e., blue denim shirts and/or pants).

2. Visitors are required to wear sensible, conservative attire as interpreted by the Visitation Officer or Supervisor.

3. The following is a list of clothing items that CANNOT be worn or brought into the facility:
A. Such as but not limited to aqua marine, turquoise, periwinkle, powder blue and cyan.
B. Please be advised the dress code is strictly enforced. We ask that you please check your clothing pockets before every visit to ensure that you are not in possession of any contraband, thus ensuring you are in full compliance with SDCC’s visiting policy. Failure to comply with the dress code will cause you to lose your visiting privileges for the day. Due to security and volume of people going through the gate house, changing improper clothing will not be allowed once you’ve reached the visiting waiting area. It’s at the visiting staffs’ discretion if you are following SDCC’s Visitor Dress Code. 
C. Visitors must wear sensible, conservative attire when visiting offenders at Southern Desert Correctional Center
D. CLOTHING:
1) No blue denim jeans, jackets, skirts, etc.
2) No blue clothing resembling state issue.
3) No shorts to be worn by anyone over the age of eight (8) years, male or female.
4) No bare midriffs.
5) No low-cut blouses, dresses, etc. (no exposed cleavage, no plunging necklines, front collar should be no less than 2 inches above cleavage). 
6) No halters or tank tops.
7) No sleeveless shirts, dresses, etc. (sleeves must extend two (2) inches over the shoulder.
8) No wrap-around skirts or floor length skirts.
9) No miniskirts or mini dresses. (Must cover entire knee when sitting or standing)  
10) No buttons or zippers that are the total length of the garment.
11) No slits longer than three inches (3") in skirts/dresses. No culottes or skorts.
12) No sweats or jogging suits (this includes velour blouses or pants).
13) No clothing depicting any athletic organization (i.e., Raiders, Cowboys, Dodgers etc.) or gang affiliations or containing foul or ffensive language. 
14) No see-through clothing. (no white pants)
15) Undergarments (bras, panties, slips, etc.) will always be worn.
16) No plain white t-shirts.
17) Spandex-type pants, skirts or dresses when worn as outer garments: i.e., stirrups, stretch, leggings, tight fitting pants will only be allowed with a shirt that extends beyond the length of the fingertip.
18) No hats or headbands (only religious or medical headwear permitted).
19) No excessive jewelry (1 ring per hand, 1 small set of earrings, 1 small watch, 1 necklace of religious nature or medical emblem).
20) No shoes with heels exceeding 1" or open backs without straps. Shoes must always be worn.
21) No sunglasses (prescription only)
22) No wigs, toupees, or hair pieces (in some occurrences may be permitted but are subject to search).
23) No uniforms or scrubs. 
24) No corsets or body shapers 
25) No pajamas
26) Undergarments MUST always be worn by visitors i.e., (bras, panties, slips, boxer shorts, etc.).
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4. 	Items NOT ALLOWED into the Institution or the Visiting Area:
A. NO CELL PHONES, laptops or electronic communication devices or parts, including monitoring devices such as heart or glucose monitoring devices without a doctor’s order and prior approval from the Warden or assignee is required. 
B. No Illegal Narcotics of any kind
C. No wallets/purses
D. No paper money
E. No food, drinks, or tobacco products
F. No gum
G. No cosmetics or Chap stick
H. No books, magazines, letters, papers, etc.
I. No pocketknives or nail clippers
J. No toys, games, strollers, or car seats
K. No Legal papers / letters / pictures (prior approval required through Associate Warden of Operations.
L. No Vitamins
M. No pain medication
N. No anti-anxiety medication
O. No anti-inflammatory medication
P. Any item deemed inappropriate or dangerous by Management.

5.	Items ALLOWED at the discretion of Management:
A. Life sustaining medication must be in the original prescription bottle and only in the amount necessary for the duration of the visit. This medication will be left with the desk officer and dispensed as needed. 
B. The vending machines now take cards that need to be purchased for $5.00 (must be exact change) in the gatehouse.  $3.00 of the $5.00 will remain on the card, you will then need cash to add up to the max of $80.00. 
C. Walking devices such as canes, walkers, or crutches.
D. Wheelchairs.
E. Oxygen tank/devices.
